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“A view of the future if we were successful in our TaskForce Endeavors”

In 2010 the right people are getting the right information at the right time.  Access to scientific information is freely available to developing world practitioners and researchers.  Infrastructure in the developing world has improved so that electronic information is getting deeper into the system, but paper based information remains an important part of the delivery system.  Research capacity has grown in the developing world and has been encouraged by a growing number of local journals focusing on local issues – as evidenced by the now 2,000 developing world journal titles.  Developing world research capacity, peer review capacity and publishing capacity are growing in synch (need to quantify).  Western journals are devoting 5% of their pages to issues and diseases of extreme poverty and have been acknowledged as having played a central role in the progress toward the attainment of the Millenium Development Goals.  Editorials from western journals have raised the consciousness of the scientific world and prompted action amongst the scientific community.  Developing world authors make up 5% of articles published, with a similar percentage of peer reviewers, and editors.  PubMed has indexed X number of journals from the developing world.
